STUDENTS AS IT HELPS THEM PLAN THEIR STUDY STRATEGIES EFFECTIVELY.

EACH secTIioN oF THE SAT Is TIMED, AND THE MATH SECTION CONTAINS A MIX OF QUESTIONS, INCLUDING THOSE THAT ASSESS

TyPeES oF ALGEBRA QUESTIONS

ALGEBRA QUESTIONS ON THE SAT CAN BE CATEGORIZED INTO SEVERAL TYPES, EACH ASSESSING DIFFERENT SKILLS AND

3. SYSTEMS oF EQUATIONS
