—Rail News Updated maps, new appendices, a greatly expanded bibliography, detailed
discussions of the recent attempted mergers of the CN and BNSF, of the diesel locomotive, and of
railroad electrification further round out the usefulness of Trains Across the Continent as the
complete and concise introduction to North American railroads. Rudolph Daniels is Chair of the
Behavioral Sciences Department at Western lowa Tech Community College, where he teaches
history and Railroad Operations Technology.
