e ADMINISTRATIVE AssISTANT: $40,000 - $50,000

MARKETING CoorDINATOR: $45,000 - $55,000

FINANCIAL ANALYST: $55,000 - $65,000

HuMaN REsoUrces AssisTANT: $45,000 - $52,000

SALEs RepresenTATIVE: $40,000 - $60,000 (PLUS COMMISSIONS)

COMPENSATION.



APPLICATION PROCESS
