UNDERSTANDING FEAR IN BEARS

FEAR IN BEARS IS A NATURAL AND ADAPTIVE EMOTION THAT ENHANCES THEIR ABILITY TO SURVIVE IN THE WILD. |T PROMPTS
THEM TO EVALUATE THREATS AND MAKE QUICK DECISIONS TO AVOID HARM. THIS SECTION EXPLORES THE BIOLOGICAL AND
PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF FEAR IN BEARS, EXPLAINING HOW IT INFLUENCES THEIR BEHAVIOR AND INTERACTIONS WITH OTHER
ANIMALS AND HUMANS.

THE RoLE oF FEAR IN BEAR BEHAVIOR
