The added interest offered by non-academic work—visual
art, fiction, poetry, and drama—is in part an admission that this is a topic too important to be left
only to theorists. It also makes an implicit argument for the crucial role that art, not just public art,
plays in a thriving public realm. Throughout this work contributors are guided by the conviction, not
pious but steely, that healthy public space is one of the best, living parts of a just society. The paths
of desire we follow in public trace and speak our convictions and needs, our interests and foibles.
They are the vectors and walkways of the social, the public dimension of life lying at the heart of all
politics.
