AUDIENCE’S BELIEFS OR ACTIONS.

ExpPosiTorY EssAYs

EXPOSITORY WRITING FOCUSES ON EXPLAINING OR INFORMING ABOUT A TOPIC IN A CLEAR, STRAIGHTFORW ARD MANNER. THe
LANGUAGE IS TYPICALLY OBJECTIVE, PRECISE, AND ORGANIZED LOGICALLY TO FACILITATE UNDERSTANDING WITHOUT PERSONAL
BIAS.

NARRATIVE AND REFLECTIVE ESSAYS

NARRATIVE ESSAYS TELL A STORY OR RECOUNT EXPERIENCES, USING DESCRIPTIVE AND ENGAGING LANGUAGE TO CREATE VIVID
