TURN DRIVE THE STORY FORWARD. THIS STRUCTURE IS CRUCIAL FOR MAINTAINING AUDIENCE INTEREST AND DELIVERING A
SATISFYING NARRATIVE EXPERIENCE.

DEFINITION AND IMPORTANCE

THe THREE-ACT STRUCTURE

DIVIDES THE STORY INTO THREE PARTS: SETUP, CONFRONTATION, AND RESoLUTION. ACT ONE INTRODUCES CHARACTERS,
SETTING, AND THE CENTRAL CONFLICT. AcCT TWwO DEVELOPS COMPLICATIONS AND OBSTACLES, LEADING TO A CLIMAX. AcT
THREE RESOLVES THE CONFLICT AND CONCLUDES THE NARRATIVE.

FREYTAG’S PYRAMID

DeVELOPED BY GUSTAV FREYTAG/ THIS MODEL EXPANDS ON THE CLASSICAL FIVE-ACT DRAMA STRUCTURE. |T CONSISTS OF
EXPOSITION, RISING ACTION, CLIMAX, FALLING ACTION, AND D NOUEMENT. FREYTAG’S PYRAMID EMPHASIZES THE BUILDUP OF
TENSION AND ITS EVENTUAL RELEASE, MAKING IT PARTICULARLY USEFUL FOR DRAMATIC STORYTELLING.

THE HERO’S JOURNEY

THE HERO)S_JOURNEY, CONCEPTUALIZED BYJOSEPH CAMPBELL, OUTLINES A CYCLICAL PLOT STRUCTURE CENTERED AROUND A

Key ELEMENTS OF PLOT STRUCTURE

ExposiTION

THE EXPOSITION SETS THE STAGE BY INTRODUCING THE MAIN CHARACTERS, SETTING, AND INITIAL CIRCUMSTANCES. IT PROVIDES
THE BACKGROUND INFORMATION NECESSARY TO UNDERSTAND THE STORY’S CONTEXT AND PREPARES THE AUDIENCE FOR THE
UPCOMING CONFLICT.

RiSING ACTION

RISING ACTION INVOLVES A SERIES OF EVENTS THAT BUILD TENSION AND DEVELOP THE CENTRAL CONFLICT. THIS PHASE OFTEN
INCLUDES COMPLICATIONS AND OBSTACLES THAT THE PROTAGONIST MUST FACE, INCREASING STAKES AND EMOTIONAL
INVESTMENT.

CuimMax

THE CLIMAX IS THE TURNING POINT AND THE MOMENT OF HIGHEST TENSION IN THE STORY. |T USUALLY INVOLVES A DECISIVE
CONFRONTATION OR REVELATION THAT DETERMINES THE DIRECTION OF THE NARRATIVE’S OUTCOME.



FALLING ACTION

FOLLOWING THE CLIMAX, FALLING ACTION DEALS WITH THE CONSEQUENCES OF THE CLIMAX AND BEGINS TO RESOLVE REMAINING
CONFLICTS. THIS PHASE LEADS THE NARRATIVE TOWARDS CLOSURE.

ResoLuUTION

THE RESOLUTION CONCLUDES THE STORY BY RESOLVING ANY LOOSE ENDS AND PROVIDING A SENSE OF CLOSURE. |T REVEALS THE
FINAL OUTCOMES FOR CHARACTERS AND THEMES, LEAVING THE AUDIENCE WITH A CLEAR UNDERSTANDING OF THE STORY’S
CONCLUSION.

THE ROLE OF PLOT STRUCTURE IN STORYTELLING
