serious actors like Marlon Brando and Max von Sydow, are pictured in everything from bustiers to
ball gowns. Just as in real life, the cinematic motives for cross-dressing are complex, ranging from
plot device (I Was a Male War Bride) and social commentary (Tootsie) to the simple sight gags of
Laurel and Hardy. The book explores these and myriad other reasons actors are coaxed out of dress
suits and into dresses. By turns provocative, serious, and silly, Ladies or Gentlemen is a delightful
study of a seldom-explored facet of cinema history.
