Human-Environment Interaction
This theme explores how humans and the environment affect each other. It teaches kids about the
ways people adapt to, modify, and depend on their surroundings.

Adaptation

Region
Region is a theme that groups places based on shared characteristics. Teaching kids about regions
helps them categorize and compare different parts of the world, making geography easier to
understand.

Formal Regions

government. An example is the state of Texas, which has specific borders and laws.

Functional Regions
Functional regions are organized around a central point or function, such as the area served by a
particular city’s transportation system or a river basin.

Perceptual Regions

“Midwest” in the United States is a perceptual region because people have ideas about its culture and
geography, even if boundaries are not exact.

Formal regions have official boundaries.

Perceptual regions are based on cultural or popular perceptions.
