This book sets out to tell the story of tunnelling in
Britain up to about 1870, when it was a question of burrowing through earth and rock with spade
and explosive powder, with the constant danger of collapse or flooding leading to injury and death. It
uses contemporary accounts, from the dangers of railway travel by Dickens to the excitement of
being drawn through the Liverpool Wapping Tunnel by the young composer Mendelssoln.
