MEeDIEVAL PERIOD

THE MEDIEVAL PERIOD IN WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY SPANS ROUGHLY FROM THE S5TH CENTURY TO THE EARLY 15TH
CENTURY. THIS ERA MARKS THE BEGINNINGS OF FORMALIZED MUSICAL NOTATION AND THE ESTABLISHMENT OF SACRED MUSIC
TRADITIONS WITHIN THE CHRISTIAN CHURCH. MUSIC DURING THE MEDIEVAL PERIOD WAS PREDOMINANTLY VOCAL AND
MONOPHONIC, FOCUSING ON PLAINCHANT OR GREGORIAN CHANT, WHICH SERVED RELIGIOUS AND LITURGICAL FUNCTIONS.

CHARACTERISTICS OF MEeDIEVAL MusIC

MEDIEVAL MUSIC IS DISTINGUISHED BY ITS USE OF MODES RATHER THAN THE MAJOR AND MINOR SCALES THAT WOULD DOMINATE
LATER PERIODS. THE TEXTURE WAS PRIMARILY MONOPHONIC, FEATURING A SINGLE MELODIC LINE WITHOUT HARMONIC
ACCOMPANIMENT. OVER TIME, POLYPHONY —MULTIPLE INDEPENDENT MELODIES PERFORMED SIMULTANEOUSLY—BEGAN TO
DEVELOP, PROFOUNDLY INFLUENCING FUTURE MUSICAL STYLES.

NoTABLE DEVELOPMENTS

THE INVENTION OF MUSICAL NOTATION DURING THE MEDIEVAL PERIOD ALLOWED COMPOSERS TO PRESERVE AND DISSEMINATE
THEIR WORK MORE EFFECTIVELY. KEY DEVELOPMENTS INCLUDE:

® GREGORIAN CHANT AS THE FOUNDATION OF W/ESTERN SACRED MUSIC
® THE EMERGENCE OF ORGANUM, AN EARLY FORM OF POLYPHONY

® THE USE OF RHYTHMIC MODES TO ORGANIZE TIME IN MUSIC



® SECULAR MUSIC TRADITIONS, INCLUDING TROUBADOUR AND TROUV RE SONGS

RENAISSANCE PERIOD

THE RENAISSANCE PERIOD, SPANNING FROM THE 15TH TO THE EARLY 17TH CENTURY, REPRESENTS A TIME OF RENEWED INTEREST
IN HUMANISM, ART, AND SCIENCE, WHICH PROFOUNDLY INFLUENCED WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY. MUSIC BECAME MORE
EXPRESSIVE, WITH INCREASED EMPHASIS ON HARMONY, MELODY, AND THE BLENDING OF VOCAL LINES IN POLYPHONIC TEXTURES.
THE ERA WITNESSED THE RISE OF SECULAR MUSIC AND THE FLOURISHING OF CHORAL AND INSTRUMENTAL COMPOSITIONS.

MusicAL INNOVATIONS

RENAISSANCE COMPOSERS ADVANCED THE USE OF COUNTERPOINT, \WHERE INDEPENDENT MELODIC LINES INTERACT HARMONIOUSLY.
THE PERIOD ALSO SAW THE DEVELOPMENT OF IMITATIVE POLYPHONY AND RICHER HARMONIC STRUCTURES, SETTING THE STAGE
FOR LATER MUSICAL COMPLEXITY.

IMPORTANT CoOMPOSERS AND GENRES

SIGNIFICANT FIGURES IN RENAISSANCE MUSIC INCLUDEJOSQUIN DES PREZ, PALESTRINA, AND THOMAS TALLIS. POPULAR GENRES
ENCOMPASSED MASSES, MOTETS, MADRIGALS, AND INSTRUMENTAL DANCES, MANY OF WHICH WERE WRITTEN FOR COURTLY OR
RELIGIOUS SETTINGS.

BAROQUE PEerIOD

THe BAROQUE PerIOD (CIRcA 1600-1750) MARKS A MAJOR TURNING POINT IN WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY, KNOWN
FOR ITS ORNATE STYLE, DRAMATIC EXPRESSION, AND THE ESTABLISHMENT OF TONALITY. THIS ERA INTRODUCED NEW FORMS AND
GENRES, INCLUDING OPERA, THE CONCERTO, AND THE SONATA, WHICH BECAME STAPLES OF CLASSICAL MUSIC REPERTOIRE.

Key FEATURES OF BAROQUE Music

BAROQUE MUSIC IS CHARACTERIZED BY CONTRAST, ORNAMENTATION, AND THE USE OF BASSO CONTINUO, A CONTINUOUS BASS
LINE THAT SUPPORTED HARMONIC STRUCTURE. COMPOSERS EXPLOITED DYNAMICS AND TEXTURE TO CONVEY EMOTION AND
DRAMA , EMBRACING BOTH COMPLEXITY AND CLARITY.

MaJor CoMPOSERS AND CONTRIBUTIONS

PROMINENT COMPOSERS SUCH AS JOHANN SEBASTIAN BACH, GEORGE FRIDERIC HANDEL, AND ANTONIO VIVALDI SHAPED THE
BAROQUE SOUND. THEIR WORKS INCLUDE INTRICATE FUGUES, GRAND ORATORIOS, AND VIRTUOSIC CONCERTOS THAT CONTINUE
TO BE CORNERSTONES OF THE CLASSICAL CANON.

CLAssicAL PerioD

SPANNING APPROXIMATELY FROM 1750 To 1820, THE CLASSICAL PERIOD IN WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY EMPHASIZED
CLARITY, BALANCE, AND FORM. THIS ERA DISTILLED THE EMOTIONAL INTENSITY OF THE BAROQUE INTO MORE STRUCTURED AND
ELEGANT COMPOSITIONS, EMPHASIZING MELODY AND HARMONIC SIMPLICITY.



STYLISTIC CHARACTERISTICS

CLASSICAL MUSIC IS NOTED FOR ITS CLEAR PHRASE STRUCTURES, HOMOPHONIC TEXTURES, AND THE DEVELOPMENT OF SONATA
FORM, WHICH BECAME CENTRAL TO SYMPHONIES, STRING QUARTETS, AND CONCERTOS. THE ORCHESTRA EXPANDED IN SIZE, AND
INSTRUMENTAL VIRTUOSITY WAS INCREASINGLY SHOWCASED.

LeAaDING COMPOSERS

KEY FIGURES INCLUDE W/ OLFGANG AMADEUS MOZART, JOSEPH HAYDN, AND LUDWIG VAN BEETHOVEN, WHOSE WORKS EPITOMIZE
THE IDEALS OF THE CLASSICAL ERA. THEIR COMPOSITIONS DEMONSTRATE REFINED CRAFTSMANSHIP AND EMOTIONAL DEPTH,
BRIDGING THE CLASSICAL AND ROMANTIC SENSIBILITIES.

RoMANTIC PErRIOD

THE ROMANTIC PERIOD, ROUGHLY FROM 1820 To 1900, BROUGHT HEIGHTENED EMOTIONAL EXPRESSION AND INDIVIDUALISM
TO WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY. COMPOSERS EXPLORED DRAMATIC CONTRASTS, EXPANDED HARMONIC LANGUAGE, AND
OFTEN DREW INSPIRATION FROM LITERATURE, NATURE, AND NATIONAL IDENTITY.

CHARACTERISTICS OF ROMANTIC Music

ROMANTIC MUSIC FEATURES LARGER ORCHESTRAS, RICHER TEXTURES, AND FREER APPROACHES TO FORM. THE USE OF
CHROMATICISM AND MODULATION INCREASED, WHILE THEMES OF HEROISM, PASSION, AND THE SUPERNATURAL BECAME COMMON.
PROGRAM MUSIC, WHICH TELLS A STORY OR PAINTS A SCENE, GAINED POPULARITY DURING THIS TIME.

NoTABLE RoMANTIC COMPOSERS

IMPORTANT COMPOSERS INCLUDE JOHANNES BRAHMS, FRANZ SCHUBERT, RICHARD W/ AGNER, AND PYOTR ILYICH T CHAIKOVSKY.
THEIR DIVERSE WORKS ENCOMPASS SYMPHONIES, OPERAS, LIEDER, AND TONE POEMS, CONTRIBUTING TO THE PERIOD’S RICH AND
VARIED MUSICAL LANDSCAPE.

20T1H CenTuUrY AND CONTEMPORARY Music

THE 20TH CENTURY USHERED IN UNPRECEDENTED EXPERIMENTATION AND DIVERSITY IN WESTERN CLASSICAL MUSIC HISTORY.
COMPOSERS CHALLENGED TRADITIONAL TONALITY, FORM, AND INSTRUMENTATION, LEADING TO A WIDE ARRAY OF NEW MUSICAL
LANGUAGES AND STYLES.

MAJOR MOVEMENTS AND STYLES

THIS ERA INCLUDES MOVEMENTS SUCH AS IMPRESSIONISM, SERIALISM, MINIMALISM, AND ELECTRONIC MUSIC. COMPOSERS
EMBRACED DISSONANCE, ATONALITY, AND UNCONVENTIONAL RHYTHMS, REFLECTING THE COMPLEXITIES OF THE MODERN \WORLD.
