Renowned and emerging critics use current theory on
cultural production and politics to illuminate case studies of various media, including film, literature,
visual art, and performance, in their multiple manifestations, from electronic dance music to
Wikileaks to bestselling poetry collections. By addressing how these artistic media are used to enact
citizen participation in social justice movements, the volume makes important connections between
such participation and scholarly study of globalization and transnationalism.
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
