According to the Introduction, The colonists having
overcome the difficulties incidental upon the making of a new country, began to appreciate and to
desire the luxuries and adornments of refined living.After reassuring the reader that the sincerest
expression of hospitality is to serve with chafing dishes, a long list of useful and not-so-useful recipes
is given. Some of them are still as excellent today a they were when the book was written. Among
those worth trying are the ones we have translated for the modern cook - Crab Meat a la Newburgh
(p. 52), Liver a la Suisse (p. 158), and Rum Omelette(p. 129).1t is interesting to note that this little
book attempts to give accurate measurements and accurate timings, explaining the conditions under
which the dishes were prepared in the company's testing facilities, restaurant-type dishes, such as
those recipes which use lobster, crab, oysters and steak, the author also includes wholesome, but
very simple dishes such as Frankfurter and Cabbage (p. 158), Welsh Rarebit (p. 178) and Smoked
Pigs Jowl (p.97).

planets, down to the movements of atoms. ... In Keelys theories all is mechanical in nature. A
molecule of steel, a molecule of gas, a molecule of brain matter are all of the one primeval substance
