CosT

COST IS ANOTHER CRITICAL ASPECT. TRADITIONAL TEXTBOOKS CAN BE EXPENSIVE, OFTEN PRICED OUT OF REACH FOR MANY
STUDENTS. EBOOKS TYPICALLY OFFER A MORE AFFORDABLE OPTION, WITH DISCOUNTS AND RENTAL OPTIONS READILY
AVAILABLE. THIS COST-EFFECTIVENESS MAKES EBOOKS A PREFERRED CHOICE FOR BUDGET-CONSCIOUS STUDENTS.

INTERACTIVITY

IN TERMS OF INTERACTIVITY, EBOOKS HAVE A CLEAR ADVANTAGE. THEY CAN INCORPORATE VARIOUS MULTIMEDIA ELEMENTS
THAT ENGAGE STUDENTS IN DIFFERENT WAYS. IN CONTRAST, TEXTBOOKS ARE STATIC, PROVIDING A LINEAR LEARNING EXPERIENCE
THAT MAY NOT CATER TO ALL LEARNING STYLES.

® DePENDENCE ON TECHNOLOGY: EBOOKS REQUIRE DEVICES AND BATTERY LIFE, WHICH CAN BE LIMITING IN CERTAIN
SITUATIONS.



® DISTRACTION RISk: THE POTENTIAL FOR DISTRACTIONS FROM NOTIFICATIONS AND OTHER APPS CAN HINDER
CONCENTRATION.
