NEEDS BUT ALSO INSPIRE CONTINUED INTEREST IN SIGN LANGUAGE.

THe RoLE oF CULTURAL CONTEXT IN SIGN LANGUAGE LEARNING

UNDERSTANDING THE CULTURAL CONTEXT OF SIGN LANGUAGE IS ESSENTIAL FOR EFFECTIVE COMMUNICATION. SIGN LANGUAGE IS

VALUES, AND THE HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE OF SIGN LANGUAGE. THIS CULTURAL AWARENESS IS CRUCIAL FOR FOSTERING
RESPECTFUL AND MEANINGFUL INTERACTIONS WITH THE DEAF COMMUNITY.

INCORPORATING CULTURAL DISCUSSIONS WITHIN TEXTBOOKS CAN ENHANCE LEARNERS’ APPRECIATION FOR THE LANGUAGE AND

LEARNING EXPERIENCE AND ENCOURAGES LEARNERS TO BECOME MORE EMPATHETIC COMMUNICATORS.
